Program – Agency: 

Forest Land Enhancement Program (FLEP) – Arkansas Forestry Commission (AFC) and US Department of Agriculture (USDA) 

Landowner Requirements: 

Non-industrial private landowners interested in developing and managing forestlands are eligible.

Lands Eligible:

Landowners with at least 10 acres of manageable land are eligible for FLEP.

Agreement Length:

10 years

Benefits:

Technical assistance and cost-share payments for specific forest management practices listed below.

Acceptable Practices:

Practices eligible for cost share include afforestation, reforestation, forest stand improvement, agro-forestry improvement, water quality improvement and watershed protection, fish and wildlife habitat improvement, forest health practices, and fire and catastrophic risk rehabilitation.

Prohibited Practices:

FLEP is a practice-oriented program and therefore has no set prohibited practices.
