Program – Agency:

Landowner Incentive Program (LIP) – Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD)

Landowner Requirements: 

Landowners who want to manage their lands in a manner that protects and restores habitat that helps to conserve at least one “species-at-risk” are eligible.  A “species-at-risk” includes species listed by Federal or state government as endangered, threatened, or candidate species.   A landowner must allow biologists onto their property for a pre-agreement survey and periodic assessments on the project’s success.

Lands Eligible:

In general, any lands that have potential wildlife habitat values for at least one species-at risk are eligible.

Agreement Length:

Contracts are generally 3 years or less.

Benefits:

Technical assistance in the development of a conservation plan and up to 75% cost-share payments are available.   Projects can receive a maximum of up to $10,000, with some exceptions for larger projects.

Acceptable Practices:

Practices that will accomplish conservation goals at reasonable cost will be considered.   Examples of practices eligible for cost-share include restoring native vegetation, prescribed burns, and brush and grazing management. 

Prohibited Practices:

Prohibited activities are those which would alter or remove the conservation practices funded by the program and those that are not allowed under TPWD’s Section’s 7 and 106 agreements with US Fish and Wildlife Service.
